Simple sow bug

Materials

Daiichi 1130 curved hook or similar hook in size 12-20
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Awesome Possum dubbing (Grey, Tan, Brown, or Olive work best)
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Size 140 waxed thread in shell pink
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This is a very simple fly to tie.

Start the thread on the hook with 7 to 10 wraps
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Pull some dubbing out and while pulling it out, separate it a little.
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Start spinning the dubbing on to the thread near the hook.

Spin dubbing all the way down the thread.  (About 8-10 inches of thread)
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Start wrapping dubbed thread on hook near the middle of the hook and work towards bend.

Wrap back over the middle of the hook towards eye but not quite to the eye.
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Once you have wrapped close to the eye, wrap back down towards the bend.  You are building the body to make a fat juicy sow bug instead of a skinny malnourished not worth eating sowbug.
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Finish wrapping to the eye and whip finish.
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I like to fish these on the bottom.  I use size 20-16 during the daytime and the larger sizes at night.  You can add a couple of wraps of lead to add weight to these if needed.

This is a very easy fly to tie and very productive in Lake Taneycomo.
