Generic Dun (Dry Fly)

Hook: Dry Fly, size to suit,

Thread: Colour to suit, Usually UTC70 or Uni 0/8

Wing: Grey or cream Antron Yarn

Tail: Stiff hackle barbs, split with floss.

Body: Fine synthetic dubbing
Hackle: Vary the colour for the natural you are imitating. Here – Lt Blue Dun
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Start the thread and tie a length of Antron yarn across the hook shank with figure of 8 wraps. 2 each way will do.
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Twist the yarn under the hook shank; working in the same direction you wind the thread.
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Loft both sides of the yarn. Take a few wraps around the yarn to post it.
Run the thread, in neat touching turns to the tail. Tie in the tail, and, if you want to, split it with some floss.

Here I have used Coq de Leon, use any stiff hackle fibres you like.
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Rub on some olive dubbing and wind it to a point just behind the wing post.

Prep and tie in a hackle
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Wind the hackle both sides of the wing post. Tie off and trim out the excess.
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Add a touch more dubbing and use that dubbed length of thread to form the whip finish.

Trim up the wing, and cut the hackle below the hook shank. 

That’s it simple and very effective.
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
