Types of Flies
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Mostly for matching adult aquatic insects and terrestrials 


Dense stiff Hackle, upright wings, non absorbent materials, tails





Mostly for attractor or popper designs 


Large, bulky, very buoyant.  Often of foam, cork, spun hair for materials, heavily hackled





Mostly for matching hatching aquatic insects, or diving adults 


Unweighted, soft to medium stiff hackle, generally tied sparse, absorbent materials





Mostly for attractor, leach or bait fish patterns 


Generally long profile, narrow, palmered soft hackle, long hair,fur or feather wings, sinks readily, may be weighted  





Mostly for immature aquatic insects, scud, worms, and egg patterns


Often weighted, no wings, cases, soft tails and legs, slender profile
